HISTORY

Beginning of the beginning!

Right Rev. Dr. Ignatius Mummadi, Bishop of Guntur, was most
instrumental in getting back the Jesuits to Andhra after three
centuries and establishing Andhra Loyola College in Vijayawada. He
wanted to have another institution in Guntur, the seat of his diocese.
His ardent desire was to have a School for boys run by the Jesuit
Fathers to cater to the needs of the town and the diocese. A good and
well established English Medium School had been a long felt need in
this area. But it was not easy to get the Fathers to start another
Institution as the demands on them were many, and their personnel
few. But with his inimitable patience and perseverance, constant
pleading and continuous pursuance, he succeeded in getting the
approval of Rev. Fr. Janssens Jean Baptist, XXVIl, General of the
Society of Jesus in Rome to start a School, and he entrusted the
Project to the Fathers of Madurai Jesuit Province to which belong the
colleges in the South like Loyola College in Madras, St. Joseph’s
College in Trichy and St. Xavier’s in Palayamkottai, Tirunalveli and
Andhra Loyola College in Vijayawada.

He busied himself in 1962 looking for a site and after examining
several, with the help of his secretary Rev. Fr. Arulaiah and Rev. Fr.
T. Balaiah SJ of Andhra Loyola College, finally decided upon the
present one. Rev. Fr. Y. Papaiah SJ was given the responsibility of
construction who played a vital role, meeting several officials, his
relatives and companies to raise funds for its completion. The
foundation stone was laid on 30th January, 1964 by Sri. Neelam
Sanjeeva Reddy, the then Chief Minister of Andhra Pradesh. To raise
funds, the founder invited the late Smt. M. S. Subbulakshmi to give
musical concert in Sept’ 1968, and she magnanimously donated her
cheque to complete the construction.

A GLIMPSE OF NEW PRIMARY BLOCK
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Loyola Public School was established in 1964 with an intention to promote Vocations to religious
life in general and to the society in particular with a special emphasis on admissions to all those who
uphold kingdom values, Ignatian Pedagogy and secular nature of Indian Sovereignty.

Loyola Public School is proud to place on record the period of the past five decades during which
the school has produced eminent Engineers, Scientists, Business Persons, Jurists, Government
servants of different categories (Civil Servants, Revenue Personnel, Diplomats, Administrative and
Police personnel), Charted Accountants, Social Activists and Politicians of reputation. These great
men of our school are very much part of Alumni Association. The Alumni body is very active and
enthusiastic and conducts chapters of the school which act as a bridge between the present and
past generations.

Fr. U. Antony SJ, a great visionary, dreamer, charismatic leader, risk taker, strategic planner and
institution builder, came up with a good building proposal in order to elevate New Primary Block to
International standard where solid formation could be given separately with latest facilities. For the
Primary level, our mission is to provide a joyful learning environment that empowers
children and develops their self-confidence and competency in the core subjects. We
seek to create a stimulating learning environment that both supports and challenges
the child. Our students develop the qualities of hard-work, good manners and self- 3
discipline as they grow.

Having discussed and discerned with Staff,
Alumni, Officials, Parents and Well-wishers, the
management presented to Fr. Provincial and his
team for considering the urgent need for
constructing a New Primary Block. We had acute
problem of classrooms, many of them being held
in the hostel building. Most of the parents
complained about it and the children too felt
uncomfortable sitting in small and narrow class
rooms which were earlier the dormitories. We
were left with no other option but to increase the
number of classrooms. Most of the parents and
the Alumni were in favor of a New Primary Block
in the campus. They were also of the opinion that total number of children in each class should be
reduced in order to increase the quality and standard of the academics.

Rev Fr. Superior General approved our building plan on the 24th of November, 2017 and the foundation
waslaid on November 26, 2017 by Rev. Fr. Vernon D’Cunha, Regional Assistant, Rome in the
presence of Fr. P.S. Amalraj SJ, Provincial of Andhra Jesuit Province, Fr.AXJBosco, Alumni and
some Gouvt. officials. The entire project was entrusted to Rev. Fr. Uvari Antony SJ, the Principal &
Treasurer of Loyola Community who sought the help of Mr.GVSR Krishna Reddy, Builder & Alumni
President. The project took 6 months to clear all the hurdles in the process of building from govt. and
other necessary permission.

In keeping with our plan, we completed one wing by Aug, 2019, and began our regular classes for IV
and V on 4™ of September 2019. This new construction is of great attraction to everyone who visits
the new primary block. The imposing structure, well-furnished classrooms with granite and tiles,
latest learning technology, separate transformer with soundproof generator, safe drinking water,
sanitary facilities, centralized AC conference hall and approachable cement roads are some of the
special features of this new wing. The landscape work is in progress.

But psychological research has clearly revealed the importance of “Art
Education” for the harmonious development of the child’s personality.

Art represents one of the greatest achievements of humankind. It is the
expression of human'’s creative impulse and fulfils a deep desire to create
something beautiful through the medium of Line, Form or Colour...

Instruction in Art is necessary for the full mental development of the pupils,
especially if that development includes a cultivation of the aesthetic sense,
and an appreciation of art on its higher and finer levels.

Psychologists have discovered that the repressed emotions of the childfind a healthy outlet through
the Artistic Expression.

There are Two methods of approach in the Teaching of Art.

+ Oneis by stimulating the interest and feeling of the child,based on his natural desire for self-
expression.

+ The other method is to take the child through a course of exercises designed to give him
technical skill.

There are two methods available first of all, the old method of imparting direct and dogmatic instruction
to the child on the technique of art through lessons, and the modern method ofleaving the child
without direct instruction and example,merely encouraging him to express his own ideas freely through
the medium which he selects.

Hellier writes in “Indian Child Art” that the aim of the Drawing or Art teacher in former years was to
“impact skill in representation and the ability to draw an object or person realistically with its proportion
correctly indicated”.We shall here consider which are the most necessary materials in the teaching
of art:

Paper
Pencils
Water colors
Crayons
Brushes
Clay.

There’s no doubt that the art is fun for kids. Diving into thosefinger paints and making a beautiful
picture to hang on the fridge is awesome. Acting in a play is exhilarating. But the arts also help kids
develop on many fundamental levels.

Here are the top Ten ways that the Art Education helps kids learn and develop important
characteristics they will need as adults:

1. Creativity: This may seem like a no-brainer, but the arts allow kids to express

&ﬁ"ﬂ’f'm{% themselves better than mathematics math or science. As the Washington Post says: In

an arts program, your child will be asked to recite a monologue in six different ways,
create a painting that represents a memory, or compose a new rhythm to enhance a
piece of music. If children practice thinking creatively, it will come naturally to them now
and in their future career.
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2. Improved Academic Performance: The arts don'’t just develop a child’s creativity—the skills
they learn spill over into academic achievement. PBS says, “Areport by Americans for the Arts
states that young people who participate regularly in the arts (three hours a day on three days
each week through one full year) are four times more likely to be recognized for academic
achievement, to participate in Maths and science fair or to win an award for writing an essay or
a poem than children who do not participate.”

3. Motor Skills: This applies mostly to younger kids who do art(painting) or play an instrument.
Simple things like holding a paint brush and scribbling with a crayon are an important element
to developing a child’s fine motor skills. According to the National Institutes of Health,
developmental milestones around age three should include drawing a circle and beginning to
use safety scissors. Around age four, children may be able to draw a square and begin cutting
straight lines with scissors.

4. Confidence: While mastering a subject certainly builds a student’s confidence, there is
something special about participating in the arts. Getting up on a stage and singing gives kids
a chance to step outside their comfort zone. As they improve and see their own progress, their
self-confidence will continue to grow.

5. Visual Learning: Especially for young kids, drawing, painting, and sculpting in art class help
develop visual-spatial skills. Dr. Kerry Freedman, Head of Art and Design Education at Northern
lllinois University says, Children need to know more about the world than just what they can learn
through text and numbers. Art education teaches students how to interpret, criticize, and use
visual information, and how to make choices based on it.

6. Decision Making: The arts strengthen problem solving and critical thinking skills. How do |
express this feeling through my painting? How should | compose this landscape? Learning
how to make choices and decisions will certainly carry over into their education and other parts
of life—as this is certainly a valuable skill in adulthood.

7. Perseverance: | know from personal experience that the arts can be challenging. When | was
trying to learn and master the clarinet, there were many times when | became so frustrated that
| wanted to quit. But | didn’t. After practicing hard, | learned that hard work and perseverance pay
off. This mindset will certainly matter as they grow—especially during their career where they
will likely be asked to continually develop new skills and work through difficult projects.

8. Focus: As you persevere through painting or singing or learning a part in a play, focus is
imperative. And certainly, focus is vital for studying and learning in class as well as doing a job
later in life.

9. Collaboration: Many of the art forms such as painting, choir, and theater require kids to work
together. They must share responsibility and compromise to achieve their common goal. Kids
learn that their contribution to the group is integral to its success—even if they don’t have the
solo or lead role.

10. Accountability: Just like collaboration, kids in the arts learn that they are accountable for their
contributions to the group. If they drop the ball or mess up, they realize that it's important to take
responsibility for what they did. Mistakes are a part of life, and learning to accept them, fix them,
and move on will serve kids well as they grow older.

Today, more than ever, arts education is needed for our young people as a forum for self-expression,
communication, explorations, imagination, and cultural and historical understanding.

So, Paint! Act! Do anything you want to use arts education to your advantage and become
a better scholar and all-around advanced individual.

A dancer needs much of all these qualities
if they are part of a group for a graceful coordination and performance. Aresearch on 1000 elderly
Japanese group published its findings in a paper by name

“Scandinavian Journal of Medicine & Science in Sports”. The researchers found that
there are certain activities that had a great contribution to the heath of their participants.
Dance was the top of the list. The researchers found that women who frequently dance
had 73% lower chance of becoming disabled during the study period, compared to
women who did not.
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Another paper by name- “the journal of the American Geriatrics society”. The sample group is
determined by people from different walks of life and different continents and cultures. The analysis
of researchers found that specific mind-body activities like yoga, Tai-chi and dance have a positive
effect on cognition and metal health of the participants. The research provided strong evidence
that60 to 120 minutes of Tai chi or dance per week could improve global cognition, even for adults
who already had some impairment.

Dance is also an expression of spiritual energy within. Ruth St. Denis, a pioneer of modern dance
gave witness to such experiences wherein he felt connected to a higher consciousness while
performing the art. Such experiences transcend time, space and reality. Ruth St. Denis believes that
dance should be a spiritual exercise instead of “simply entertaining or technically skillful”. Dance
becomes a cosmic experience in its purest form. It's like a sacred dialogue of a soul pouring out it's
heart beat to the universe. Dance also-helps the participants to be in the moment.

For instance, art forms like ballet one cannot but be present during the performance and practice.
Focus helps not only shape the craft but also the soul to be fully present. The beauty of the spirituality
benefits not only individuals but helps one to connect the others. Dancers develop an unseen and
invisible bond with other dancers and with audience. It nourishes a spiritual fellowship and friendship.

THE INDIAN AIR FORCE

The Indian Air Force is the Air arm of Indian Armed forces. It was officially
established on the 8™ of October 1932 as Royal Indian Air Force of the
British Empire by the British to fight in World War Il. With the Government’s
transition as a Republic in 1950, the prefix Royal was removed after three | . A
years. Since 1950 the IAF has been involved in four wars with neighboring ﬂ
Pakistan and one with People’s Republic of China.

It runs with the Motto of. “Nabha Sparsam Diptam” meaning “Touch the Sky with Glory.” The IAF’s
mission is defined by the Armed forces Act of 1947, the constitution of India, and the Air Force Act of
1950.

The Indian Air Force, with highly trained crew, pilots, and access to modern military assets, provides
India with the capacity to provide rapid response evacuation, search-and-rescue (SAR) operations,
and delivery of relief supplies to affected areas via cargo aircraft. The IAF provided extensive
assistance to relief operations during natural calamities such as Gujarat cyclone in 1998, the Tsunami
in 2004, and in North India floods in 2013. The IAF has also has undertaken relief missions such as
operation Rainbow in Sri Lanka.

The Indian Air Force is divided into five operational and two functional commands. Each command
is headed by an Air Officer Commander-in-Chief with the rank of an Air Marshal. The purpose of an
operational command is to conduct military operations using aircraft within its area of responsibility,
whereas the responsibility of functional commands is to maintain combat readiness. Besides from
the training command at Bangalore, the primary flight training is done at the Air Force Academy
(located in Hyderabad) followed by operational training at various other schools. Advanced officer
training for command positions is also conducted at the defense services staff college. Specialized
advanced flight training schools are located at Bidar, Karnataka and Hakimpet. The Air Force currently
has over 60 air stations all over India.

Air Force station Hindan (Hindan AFS)
(also Hindon) is an Indian Air Force base
under thewestern Air command. It is the
biggest and largest air base in Asia and
ranked 8 in the world. It's area measures
55 square kilometers. This base
celebrates Air Force day on the 8" of

October.
